        B. Old Test. H6743 tsaw-lakh', tsaw-lay'-akh     A primitive root; to push forward, in various 
senses (literally or figuratively,  transitively or intransitively): - break out, come (mightily), go  over, be
good, be meet, be profitable, (cause to, effect, make to, send) prosper (-ity, -ous, -ously).  Used times in
OT KJV 66

        C.  Old Test. H7919 saw-kal' A primitive root; to be (causeatively make or act) circumspect and 
hence intelligent: - consider, expert,  instruct, prosper, (deal) prudent (-ly), (give)  skill  (-ful), have 
good   success, teach, (have, make to) understand (-ing), wisdom, (be, behave self, consider, make) 
wise (-ly), guide wittingly. used in KJV OT 63 times

be prudent or a great synonym to be wise. The definition of success from a Biblical 
perspective is that  which gives success is adherence to the word of God... When we  order
